


concerning indigent health care in Texas. He was appoint-
ed Co-Chair of the Attorney General's Task Force to
study not-for-profit hospitals and unsponsored charity
care in 1988, and served as a member of Governor
Richard's Health Policy Task Force during 1991-1992.

There is a  lot of mythology in Texas, and in the nation,
about the uninsured and the underinsured as well as pub-
lic insurance programs aiming at these populations
(Medicaid, CHIP, HIFA waivers, etc.). This lecture will
explore why people are uninsured, who they are, how
many are there, and what are the consequences in eco-
nomic and human terms. Finally, the lecture offers argu-
ments and policy opportunities for broader insurance
coverage for the working poor. Dr.Anderson is a mem-
ber, since 1991, of the non-partisan Kaiser Commission
on Medicaid and the Uninsured, and he is a member of
the Institute of Medicine (1997), probably the best
sources in American on these topics. He will draw heavi-
ly from research done by both.

KEYNOTE SPEAKER - PHIL BERRY, MD 
Phil H. Berry, Jr., MD, is a board-certified orthopaedic sur-
geon who has been in private practice in Dallas since

1971. In 1986, Dr. Berry contracted hep-
atitis B, most likely during surgery, and
progressed to liver failure. Fortunately, a
donor organ became available in time.
After his transplant surgery, he returned
not only to his orthopaedics practice,
but also began devoting much of his
energy towards increasing public aware-

ness of the need for organ donations and improving the
delivery of organs to those in need.

In 1997, during his TMA presidency, he introduced the
award-winning organ donation initiative,“Live & Then
Give.” He continues to take advantage of every opportu-
nity to share the story of his own liver transplant, and to
educate both physicians and the general public about the
critical need for organ donors.
