Ever since the founding of the People’s Republic of China in 1949, great attention has been attached to the development of sport in the country. As a result, great achievements have been made in both mass sports as well as competitive sports.

More than 560 thousand sports facilities of various types have been built since 1949. At present, 400 million Chinese people are regularly taking part in physical exercises.

There are at present as many as 41 associations for the various individual events, and 56 events have been placed under management as sports entities. At the same time, 14 sports administrative centers have been set up.

In 1959, with a gold medal in the men’s singles event, table tennis player Rong Guotuan became the very first athlete in Chinese history to be a world champion. Ever since, Chinese athletes have won 956 world titles and set world records on 821 occasions.

At the moment, China is a member of 81 international and 42 Asian sports organizations, with 91 people sitting on the executive boards of 41 international and 42 Asian sports organizations.

China’s normal tie with the Olympic family was established and developed only after 1979 when the Chinese Olympic Committee (COC) had its legitimate rights restored in the International Olympic Committee. After a long absence of 28 years, China reappeared in the Lake Placid Winter Olympics in 1980. They went on to compete in the 23rd, 24th, and 25th Summer Olympics, and in the subsequent Winter Games, and garnered altogether 36 gold medals, 44 silver medals and 37 bronze medals.

China has also made contributions to the development of sport in other countries. We have helped to build approximately 50 sports facilities in 25 countries and have sent more than 2,000 coaches to 107 countries.

The Support Committee of Chinese Olympic Team (SCCOT) is a volunteer organization found in September 1995. Currently, SCCOT represents 12 Chinese community organizations and more organizations are expected to join in the future. Since its funding, SCCOT has organized a series of activities such as forming cheer teams for China athletes in the games of Diving, Synchronized Swimming, Ping-Pong and Badminton, and hosting a post game party with diving athletes in Georgia Tech student center. 

The organization is divided into five action teams, Welcome reception, Media relation and Communication, Hospitality and Post game celebrations, External affair and Fund raising, and Cheer team. These teams are responsible for hosting various supporting activities. If you want to joint in one of the above teams, please go to each team's home page.

To achieve the goal, SCCOT will try to unite all possible powers and expand our influence nationwide (worldwide if possible).  Presently, SCCOT has communicated with the China Sports Committee, the Consulate General in Houston, local press and press in China.

CHUNG Pak-kwong, the newly-appointed director of elite training at the Hong Kong Sports Institute, believes his broad background in sport will allow him to implement new administrative policies. 

Chung, who was appointed to the post on Monday, will resign from his current job at the Hong Kong Baptist University before joining the institute on 1 July. 

Although he has less experience in elite training at national levels than his predecessor, Dr Dennis Whitby, Chung said his background was an asset as the new post required more of an administrator than a technical director. 

``We have national coaches who are professional in particular sports and what they need is support in sport science and well-implemented policies,'' Chung said yesterday. 

Chung, a PhD graduate in sports psychology and physical fitness from Springfield College in the United States, has devoted a lot of time to sports research related to science and physical fitness in recent years. 

Vivien Fung Lau Cheung-chu, chairman of the Hong Kong Tenpin Bowling Congress, welcomed Chung's appointment, saying that his active involvement in sports for more than two decades will help him develop efficient management policies. 

A Sports Institute head coach who did not want to be named, said the Asian Games programs would not be affected much as what mattered to them was the funding and the logistic support they needed for training elite athletes.

·  “To foster a fit and healthy nation based on the policy of promoting participation in sports from the recreational to the high performance levels so as to enhance the quality of life and contribute to nation-building.”

The history of sports promotion dates back to 1965 when Singapore became a Republic. The government began to play an active part in the promotion of mass sports. Among other things, sports was seen as a way

to bring people of difference races together. The promotion of sports received a boost when the Ministry of Social Affairs under Encik Othman Wok who was then the Minister-in-charge, created a Sports Division in 1966. The Division's role was to assist voluntary organisations in fund-raising and to look for ways to promote sports.  With the government's firm support, some progress was made. But sports did not as yet take off in a big way.

In February 1971, the National Sports Promotion Board (NSPB) was formed, operating from the Sports House in Farrer Park. In the same year, the National Stadium Corporation was set up to implement plans for the completion of the stadium. On 1 October 1973, the NSPB and the NSC merged to form the Singapore Sports

Council (SSC), a statutory board of the Government of Singapore established by an Act of Parliament.

In the first ten years, the SSC was guided by this message from Mr. Lee Kuan Yew, the then Prime Minister, at the Official Opening of the National Stadium on Saturday, 21 July 1973:

 “... let us not waste time to go out of the way to produce gold medallists.... Our purpose is to generate healthy,

vigorous exercise for the whole population...”

Based on this message, the SSC formulated its pyramidal “Sports for All” policy.

Although competitive sports is at the apex of this pyramid, it was only in the 80's that increasing attention was focused on the pursuit of “Sports Excellence”. This led to the launch of the Sports Excellence 2000 programme (known as SPEX 2000 in short) in December 1993 to raise the overall standard of competitive sports in Singapore.

· Revised statement 
· “Sports for All” policy, now encompassing both mass participation sports as well as competitive sports, contributes not only towards enhancing the quality of life for Singaporeans, but also towards nation-building. By participating regularly in recreational sports, Singaporeans can help build a fit and healthy nation. At the same time, sports champions who stand at the apex of the sports pyramid can, through their achievements at regional and international competitions, bring glory to the nation and arouse a sense of national pride.
Fittingly, the Prime Minister Mr. Goh Chok Tong, at the SSC's 21st Anniversary Dinner in December 1994, said, “.... I think I speak for all Singaporeans when I say that we look forward to that first gold in an Olympiad ....(but) the dazzle of medals and glory must not distract us from the Sports for All promotion to help Singaporeans lead an active, healthy life.”

Development of JOC's Policies into the 21st Century

In 1991, JOC succeeded in becoming completely independent from the Japan Amateur Sports Association, and has since been active as national Olympic committee (NOC) in two major areas: (1) improving international competitiveness and the dispatching of athletic delegations to international games such as the Olympic games , and (2) promoting the Olympic Movement and sports education.

The Winter Olympic Games held in Nagano in February 1998 were the third Olympic Games to be held in Japan. A booklet was published entitled The Future of JOC---The Olympic Movement and Enhancing Athletic Skill Levels, which describes the new approach JOC will be taking in these areas into the 21th century. The Future of JOC is composed of the three parts listed below, and is being widely distributed to JOC personnel, member sports organizations, sponsors, mass media organizations, and other interested parties. 

The Future of JOC---The Olympic Movement and Enhancing Athletic Skill levels is divided into the following three parts:

          Part 1: The Future of JOC

          Part 2: The JOC Olympic Movement---Awareness and Participation

          Part 3: JOC and Skill Level Enhancement---Challenge and Victory

JOC's Olympic Movement Activities

The  JOC received a great deal of input from people in various fields because of the hosting of the Nagano Winter Olympic Games Based on this input and keeping with the concept of a more open event embodied in "Everyone's Olympics," JOC has specified its new guidelines for activities related to the Olympic Movement in part 2 of the Future of JOC, entitled "Awareness and Participation."  Based on these activity guidelines, JOC plans to continue deepening citizens' understanding of the Olympic Movement and gaining support for the Olympic Games in general.
