Unit outline




4 contact hours per week

SUBJECT DESCRIPTION:  This unit will focus on the importance of sponsorship and fundraising to sporting organisation. Writing and evaluating sponsorship proposals will be highly emphasised.  Various fundraising ideas and concepts will also be highlighted and evaluated.

AIM:  Students will be able to write and evaluate sponsorship proposals as well as develop fundraisers for a local sporting 
organisation.

LEARNING OUTCOMES: The students will be able to:

· Identify the components of a sports sponsorship plan;

· Evaluate sponsorship proposals;

· Construct and evaluate a sports sponsorship plan;

· Organise successful fundraising events and campaigns.

ASSESSMENT ITEMS

Attendance and Participation (P/F)

Students are not required to attend lectures or tutorials BUT a participation grade is subjective when it comes to determining the difference between grades.  Though notes will be given via the WWW, much discussion will be derived from the notes as well as class exercises.

Sponsorship Proposal (40%) 

Each student must write a sponsorship proposal for a sporting organisation.  The reason for the proposal is open. Proposals can be no longer than 5 pages.  On the identified date, groups of 4-5 students will evaluate the proposals (ie. role-play) as part of a tutorial exercise. (40% = 35% written presentation; 5% peer evaluation).

WWW Project/Proposal Evaluation (P/F) --- Students must evaluate a sponsorship proposal that is on the WWW.  Guidelines for evaluation will be discussed in lecture/tutorial.

Post Mid-Semester Exam (20%) 

This will be a two-hour exam.  It will either be an in-class or take home exam.  It must be neatly written or printed (word-processed for a take-home exam).  All illegible exams may be subject to a 10 deduction from the final exam mark.

Fund-Raising Manual (40%) 

Groups (4-5 in each) will be required to develop a fundraising campaign or event.   Students will be required to give a 20-minute oral presentation (MAX.) at the end of the semester (date to be announced later).  The Fundraising Manual must be compiled into one report form. Grades will be based upon individual as well as group performance.  Group members will evaluate each other (anonymous evaluation).  This may affect one's individual grade.  (40% = 30% group/written & oral presentation; 10% individual oral presentation).   Students will also be expected to participate in a "real" fundraising event (P/F).

Group will receive individual and group marks for oral presentations.  Presentations will be based on the following:

	· Structure and organisation of the presentation
	· Presentation within time restrictions'

	· Creativity of presentation method
